The Cobb School Charm Information 

With outdoor dismissal and the warm, spring weather, parents and children have been enjoying  The Cobb School play-

ground.   It is wonderful to see the children playing at the end of the day and parents getting to know one another in the 
Schoolõs beautiful backyard.  Everyone is welcome to linger in the sunshine, but please read these important observations 

and reminders listed below.   The children must be safe, and the playground must be a fun place for everyone. 

 

Over the past month, the Nest staff has witnessed children... 

¶ not being adequately supervised while on the playground 

¶ standing and jumping from swings 

¶ climbing and jumping from various playground equipment from dangerous heights 

¶ engaging in extremely rough play without regard to younger children 

¶ exhibiting behavior not being checked by some nannies or parents who are often out of visual contact 

¶ leaving the playground through the bushes or gaps in the fence 

¶ leaving the gate open 

¶ playing on the playground while some parents go to their cars 

¶ exiting into the parking lot unattended 

¶ being allowed to enter the building alone 

 

The children in the Nest have also expressed their concern that the playground rules do not always seem to apply to all 
Cobb children.  The Nest staff has been trying to address these issues but feel more action needs to be taken.  We hope 

you and your children will continue to enjoy the playground, but please be sure your children are following all the rules.
